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In February TFA Directors Sue Woodward and Bronwyn Coop visited Vietnam to meet
with our partners and volunteers in Hanoi, Danang, Hue and HCMC. They attended 18
meetings in 13 days. This was an important visit that involved strategy meetings with
MCNYV and HI; signing of memoranda of understanding with universities with whom
we are engaging for the masters and bachelors programs, and catch-up meetings with
volunteers and Vietnamese Speech and Language Therapists.

Thanks to a Speech Pathology Australia grant, Trinh Foundation Australia, in
collaboration with Speech and Language Therapy Ghana and The Speech and
Hearing Project (Cambodia) has commenced a project to develop resources for
ethical speech pathology practice in the Majority World. The project is being led by
Karen Wylie, a very experienced speech pathologist who recently returned to
Australia after many years working in Ghana. Supporting Karen is a project team
consisting of in-country representatives from Vietham (Dr Ben Pham), Ghana
(Clement Amphonsah) and Cambodia (Dr Allin Koa) as well as a number of
Australian speech pathologists with experience in supporting the development of
speech therapy services in majority world countries (Dr Chyrisse Heine, Dr Sally
Hewat, Katie Walker-Smith).Karen has also assembled a highly skilled group of
ethics advisors to support the project.

The project has three planned components:

1. An e-seminar introducing the concept of ethics in speech pathology,

2. A series of online/computerised modules (also available in hard copy and
USB), and

3. An interactive local workshop in each country where participants will have
the opportunity to ask questions and work through their own ethical
challenges with support from a facilitator in-country and an online facilitator
from Australia.

We are very excited to be working in partnership with fellow speech pathologists
around the country and the world and

Along the way it has been fascinating
learning more about the cultural differences in feeding practices between Vietnam
and Australia and seeing these differences in action.
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
